Pre-Built Collection Templates and Adapters

Pre-defined templates collect information from common message and document formats, including
flat files, XML (such as NIEM exchanges), comma and slash delimited and Excel spreadsheets for
transformation and subsequent propagation. These templates rapidly validate incoming documents
and transform their raw data into more easily usable information. This information can then be
shared either horizontally with other agencies within your jurisdiction or vertically with other levels
of government.

The Integrated Justice Suite bridges the gap between message formats like XML and hundreds of
different information sources. By simply installing and configuring iWay intelligent adapters, users
can integrate with more than 300 back-end systems, including legacy criminal history and records
systems built on DB2, VSAM, Adabas, IMS, and Model 204 as well as packaged CAD, RMS, case
management, and other criminal justice systems.

New York City - The world’s largest metropolitan criminal justice integration project, DataShare,
exchanges data securely between more than 25 agencies and departments within the city as
with other local, state, and federal criminal justice agencies

City of Houston — Houston uses the Integrated Justice Suite and law enforcement analytics in
its high-tech crime center to spot trends and hot-spots and deploy forces intelligently to reduce
criminal activity

Richmond, Virginia - This city went from ranking as the fifth most dangerous city in America

lowa State Courts - lowa, an open records state, has a self-service justice portal that fulfills
requests for court information from end users such as state agencies, citizens, and the press

Missouri State Highway Patrol - Missouri shares criminal history and traffic records with the
troopers, state and local agencies, federal agencies, and the public

State of Arizona Department of Public Safety - This agency shares arrest, booking, and
other criminal data with local and federal agencies
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
